Trustee Souza For the reasons I stated at a previous meeting, [ believe it should be someone on our
Board, another Trustee to fulfill this position. I am not saying Everett Ohta does not have a vested interest
but I believe there should be an opportunity to use leverage down at the Capitol. Everyone brings
something different to the table and we should use those talents. I would like to propose Trustee
Brickwood Galuteria to be nominated.

Chair Hulu Lindsey Before we amend the motion, I just want to give some background on why Everett
Ohta was chosen to be considered for this working group.

e He has worked as a subject matter expert in Public Land Trust issues since he joined the
Corporate Counsel office in 2016.

e He served on the internal ceded lands and Public Land Trust working group and oversaw the
completion of the 2018 report to the office of Hawaiian Affairs on the accuracy and completeness
of a report by the Department of Land and Natural Resources to the Hawai‘i State Legislature on
Public Land Trusts receipts for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2016 by N&K, the CPA’s that
audited the State.

e He has made numerous presentations to the OHA BOT, State Legistlature, State agencies, and
community on the Public Land Trust (PLT) and has drafted tesimony and legislation on the PLT.

o He has also served as support staff with the ACT 226, PLT working group since we have started.
He truly is the next best and appropriate person to serve on this group who has an understanding
and ability to assist this group to move forward.

e Asareminder, Trustee Trask was chosen for this group because of her expertise in the subject
matter and legal background, not because she is a Trustee. Zuri was asked to attend the PLT
working group by Colin Kippen so that he could assist in writing the report for the group.

So, if you would like to amend the motion, how would you like to amend the motion?
Trustee Souza Proposing that Trustee Galuteria become the new member of the PLT working group.

Trustee Akaka Before moving forward, can I get a consensus of the board on where the Trustees are at
on this?

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Trustee Souza I think when we are moving the motion and then we will have a discussion.
Trustee Trask I think we are violating the Sunshine Law.
Trustee Souza We are not Trustee.

Trustee Trask What was on the public agenda is the appointment of Everett Ohta, that is what went out
to our beneficiairies. Right now, if you make that change, there is no notice on the public agenda. We
need to put it on another agenda. The second thing I want to say is that you are absolutely right, the
reason why [ was put on this working group was because of my expertise and I know that Everett has it. If
the proposal is to replace the person with expertise, then let me notify you on this public record that I
retract my request to be removed from the PLT group and I will return. What we need is somebody who is
capable and has the background and not somebody who is a Trustee that doesn’t.

Trustee Souza That was not my request, Trustee, for the record.

Trustee Trask Your request is to change the public agenda and replace sombody else’s name. I do not
think that we can do it.

Trustee Souza Trustee, we have counsel in the room.

Trustee Trask I would like to point out that before we correct the agenda for the next meeting, I do not
want to re-hash the same thing that we are doing. I want the agenda to reflect that Trustee Trask has
reconsidered and will return to the PLT working group so that we can have a Trustee on there, thank you.

Chair Hulu Lindsey Counsel has advised me that we do have a motion pending so we will vote on the
motion.

Trustee Souza [ want on the record that this kind of thing should be discussed with the Board and I truly
believe that this is a Board decisison to understand where our 20% is coming from is important. I think
this is why we all ran for office. At the end of the day, we should all be discussing this and be able to
choose a member. This is how I feel and this is why I want it on record, thank you.

Trustee Akina This is such an important matter that we need to be of one as we possibly can. By way of
technicality, we have a motion before us that needs to be voted on but it does not allow the kind of
discussion that we need to have as a Board. I respect and honor the Sunshine Law and that is why we
have not had this discussion privately but there are some inadequacies with the Sunshine Law’s
formulation that prevents us from talking on something like this. Who should serve? I feel like we need to
decide on what purpose we have appointing someone to the PLT working group. Do we want someone
with subject matter expertise or do we want somebody with political capacity to be able to move forward
the OHA? Secondly, we need to discuss the potential of the candidates that are available. I would like to
ask what forms exist for us to have that discussion so that we can come up with criteria for the position
and the potential candidates.

Kurt Klein, Board Counsel inaudible

Trustee Akina Counsel, how do we move forward with a motion on the table to get to a place with an
agendized item?

Kurt Klein, Board Counsel You have a motion to take a vote on.
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Trustee Souza We have a motion and a second.

Kurt Klein, Board Counsel There is a pending a motion. It’s been seconded. There should be discussion
on the motion.

Trustee Waihe‘e My fear is that according to Robert’s rules, if this motion fails, we can’t bring it back
again a second time. If we’re going to discuss this matter, I want Everett to still be available as an option.
Maybe we can defer this, or we will have to agendize this differently. I do not know Robert’s rules to
table this. Before I make a motion to defer this, I would want everyone to have their discussion first.

Kurt Klein, Board Counsel What you have is a pending motion that has been seconded. The decision,
the discussion you folks have can relate to the action item that’s pending before the Board. You can
discuss the reasons why or for or against Everett’s appointment to this position. It needs to be deferred or
voted on. If another discussion comes up in future, you want to consider more names, other positions,
then it should be appropriately agendized and disclosed to the public who the folks are that you’re
considering for the position. That is where we are now.

I notified the Board on the
public record that I retracted by stepping back, and I will rejoin the Public Land Trust. That resolves the
problem. We cannot take action on this, defer the motion. The reason why this action does not return is
twofold, the primary one is that we don’t have a vacancy for the PLT group. The motion to appoint
Everett should be voted down, we do not need him anymore. The reason why I looked to step out was
because my work at OHA is so burdensome. When it comes to the PLT, we can’t have people in there that
don’t know what they’re doing, and I know this area. If you do not want Everett in, then I will step back
in. I am not going to step out of this position and then see Trustees go in that have no idea and no
background on where we are with our people and defending our trust.

ISSUE

Whether or not the OHA BOT should appoint Everett Ohta to the Public Land Trust working
group on behalf of the Office of Hawaiian Affairs pursuant to Section 3(b) of Act 226, Session
Laws of Hawai‘i 2022.

DISCUSSION

Section 3 of Act 226, Sessions Laws of Hawai‘i 2022 establishes a group comprised of six
members, three of whom shall be appointed by the governor and three of whom shall be
appointed by the OHA BOT, whose responsibilies are as follow:

1. Account for all ceded lands in the public land trust inventory;
2. Account for all income and proceeds from the public land trust; and

3. Subsequently determine the twenty per cent pro rata share of the income and proceeds from
the public land trust due annually to the OHA for the betterment of the conditions of Native
Hawaiians.

On March 20, 2023, Governor Josh Green informed OHA’s BOT that he had appointed the
following members to serve of the working group:

e Dawn Chang, Chair, Board of Land and Natural Resources
e Luis Salaveria, Director, Department of Budget and Finance
e Ryan Kanaka‘ole, Deputy Attorney General, Department of the Attorney General

On August 5, 2023, the OHA BOT appointed OHA Trustee Carmen Hulu Lindsey, OHA
Trustee Mililani Trask, and Sherry Broder, Esq. to the Public Land Trust working group on
behalf of the OHA. On December 7, 2023, Trustee Mililani Trask notified members Chair
Lindsey, Sherry Broder, and Dawn Chang that she would be resigning from the Public Land
Trust working group, effective January 1, 2024.

Everett Ohta, Esq. is the OHA Senior Legal Counsel, and has served as the General Counsel
(interim) for the past two years. He has worked as a subject-matter expert in Public Land Trust
issues since he joined the Corporate Counsel office in 2016. He served on the internal OHA
Ceded Lands and Public Land Trust Working Group and oversaw the completion of the 2018
Report to the Office of Hawaiian Affairs on the Accuracy and Completeness of a Report by the
Department of Land and Natural Resources to the Hawaii State Legislature on Public Land
Trust Receipts for the Fiscal Year Ended June 30, 2016 by N&K CPAs, Inc. He has also made
numerous presentations to the OHA BOT, state legislature, state agencies, and community on
the Public Land Trust, and has drafted testimony and legislation on the Public Land Trust. He
has also served as support staff for the Act 226 Public Land Trust working group since its
inception.
